How can Minna sustain her empathic core for her fellow 

human being and care for the elderlies with compassion 

despite the infernal cut downs of budgets and can she 

stay present for her elite practicing ice skating daughter 

at the same time? She witnesses people perish from 

loneliness. Can she really stay passive to these human 

destinies?

This is a woman’s story, a story about the ever 

increasing responsibilities women take in 

securing the well being of their nearest 

community.  

Minna a single mother to a fifteen year old 

daughter, an artist who’s limited possibilities for 

an employment is within the social service as an 

assistant nurse. Minna wants to bee there for 

her ice skating elite training daughter but she is 

faced with the dilemma of also dealing with the 

terminally ill and lonely but grumpy neighbour 

who refuses all forms of municipal help even 

though he clearly cannot take care of himself. 

The film story spans over a time frame of about 

a week where the absurd acceleration of 

demands is crashing into Minna’s life. Where her 

“yes of course I’ll help out” is pushed until the 

far extreme of unexpected culmination of duties 

that is driving her to the edge.  

SYNOPSIS

This is no extraordinary week for the random 

empathetic woman.  

She performs her professional duties with 

empathy and dedication for the ones she is 

helping but pressured by unit managers that 

needs to keep the budget and the more she 

tries to be helpful the more her benevolence 

is used until one day when she realises she’s 

had enough.

Anna Maria Joakimsdottír Hutri, hailing from Iceland, Sweden, and Denmark, is a 
multifaceted screenwriter and director. While primarily active in Finland, her 
portfolio boasts diverse projects. Her feature debut, "Georg & Lydia," featuring 
Sven Wolter, Maria Salomaa, and Philip Zandén, was produced by Helsinki -filmi 
oy for YLE drama. Additionally, she helmed the children's TV series 
"Äppeltjuvarna," comprising two episodes of 30 minutes each for YLE. 

Prior to her directorial ventures, Anna Maria made waves with several acclaimed 
short films, earning recognition at prestigious film festivals worldwide. Her 
artistic journey commenced in still photography at Aalto University before 
transitioning to theatre at Uni arts. Armed with master's degrees in film and 
multimedia, as well as theatre and dramaturgy, her talent garnered numerous 
accolades. Notably, her short film "Through the Supermarket in Five Easy Pieces" 
clinched the Best Short Award at TheWIFTS Foundation International Visionary 
Awards in 2017, among other honors.In 2019, Anna Maria co-directed the feature 
film "A Music Story."  

Her theatrical endeavors include "Frankenstein - An Existentialistic Horror-

"Who stands up for Alvar" marks Anna Maria Joakimsdottír Hutri's first own 
feature film, promising another captivating addition to her impressive body of 
work.



Through the collaboration with me as director and 

screenwriter, the idea is that an interesting synergy of 

artistically reflecting on the research material will result in a 

new understanding of the situation for those working in the 

elderly care and the elderly in the field, through cinematic 

storytelling. The goal is to reach new target groups for 

elderly care through dramedy and to highlight the values 

that are the foundation of our society in a new way through 

dramatic storytelling. It is a collaboration between scientific 

research and artistic research - a synergy that can give a 

much deeper picture of the people in the field than the 

media coverage that is done and which often covers only a 

small part or only focuses on the problems or the poor 

conditions. 

The film will create identification and insight into the 

complex network of moral decisions that must be made daily 

by staff in elderly care. With an increasing need for elderly 

care, there is also a greater perspective of our shared values 

in society where we take care of the people who built the 

welfare state. Both the elderly and staff in the field see their 

work and their existence as something valuable.

Therefore, one can sometimes feel that the 

one-sided description of the scarce working 

conditions and the disparaging image we have 

of the elderly as a burden on society needs to 

be given a different angle - a new story.  

My topic is about elderly care. It's not 

immediately a subject you think dramedy is 

suitable for, but that's precisely why I'd like to 

work with it to see how this synergy can create 

a completely new engagement for a wider 

audience. In the same way that the crime 

genre has created a lift and interest in the 

police's activities, I want to test whether this 

synergy can create a lift for elderly care in 

public opinion.
